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Whether you are renovating an existing
building, building a new house or just
putting up a baby barn, you need to obtain
a permit before starting the job. 

Permits are also required for repairs,
alterations, additions, or demolition of
existing buildings. Even if no construction
occurs, a development permit is needed
for a "change of use" such as a new
business.
